ART 117 - DESIGN FOR THEWEB I (3 CR.)

Course Description
Continues to study design concepts introduced in Design for the Web [; concentrates on the addition of
animation, sound, and interactivity to the web pages. Explores advanced design problems. Lecture 2 hours. Studio

instruction 2 hours. Total 4 hours per week.

General Course Purpose

This course is designed to further the student's education in design concepts in responsive web sites,
especially as pertains to the use of animation and interactivity on web pages. It will teach the skills and
techniques necessary to create web-based animations and interactive elements and embed them into web
pages. This course will also provide an understanding of the aesthetics and techniques regarding the use of
sound in web page construction.
